The purpose of this bill, ax amended by the Senate Law, Public Safety
and Defense Committee, is to permit the Director of the Division of
Motor Vehicles to establish the color for firefighters’ license plates.

The bill is needed to perit the Division of Motor Vehicles to use up
a large inventory of black and straw firefighters’ license plates that
were manufactured prior to the executive order changing the official
colors of license plates in New Jersey from black and straw to blue and
gold.

The committee adopted an amendwment removing a specification con-
tained in the bill that the firefighters’ plates mnst be black and straw
and stating instead that the color of the plates would be approved by
the Director of the Division of Motor Vehicles. The committee’s
amendment is intended to preclude the necesgity of further amending
the statute should the colors of license plates be changed again in the

future.
