BE 1T ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the Staie
of New Jersey:
1. R. 8.19:45-7 is amended to read as follows:

19:45-7. The compensation of the members of the several county

boards shall be as follows:

provided, however, that any increases herein granted shall be
effected only upon the approval of the *[board of chosen free-
holders]* *governing body* in the county affected.

The compensation fixed and determined under any of the fore-
going classifications shall inelude all services rendered by any
county hoard in conducting all elections, and in connection with any
recount or recheck after any such election.

The members of the county board in counties other than counties
of the first class and in counties of the first class not having a
superintendent of elections who shall be elected as chairman and
secretary thereof and who shall perform the duties of chairman
and secretary thereof shall each receive an additional compensation

of one-half of the compensation of the individual members of the
hoard.

EXPLANATION—Matter enclosed in hold-faced brackets [thusl in the above bill
is not enacted and is intended to be omitted in the law.
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[The commissioner of registration in a county of the first class
having a superintendent of elections shall receive not less than
$7,500.00 nor more than $10,000.00, as shall be determined by the
county board of freeholders, for services performed as such com-
missioner of registration, and the commissioner of registration in
a county of the second class having a superintendent of elections
shall receive $2,500.00 per annum for services performed as such
commissioner of registration, and for} **[IFor}** **The commis-
sioner of registration in a county of the first class having a super-
intendent of elections shall recetve not less than $10,000.00 nor
more than §12,500.00, as shall be determined by the governing body,
for services performed as such commissioner of registration, and
the comwmissioner of registration in a county of the second class
having a superintendent of elections shall receive $2,500.00 per
annum for services performed as such commnissioner of registra-
tion, and for** such services performed by a commissioner of
registration in a county not having a superinfendent of elections
additional compensation shall be paid to such commissioner in an
amount equal to 50% of his salary as member and secretary of
the county board. In counties of the second class and in counties
of the first class not having a superintendent of elections where a
member of the county board serves as commissioner of registra-
tion, he shall receive no additional compensation for the perform-
ance of his duties as such commissioner unless Le shall devote
hig full time to the performance of his duties as member of the
county board, secretary thereof, and commissioner of registration.
“Full time’” as here used means such time as is duly required of
employees in the office of the county board. **[The}J** **Not-
withstanding the above, the** commissioner of registration in a
county having a superimtendent of elections™™, upon the approval

** shall receive a salary mot

of the governing body of the county,
less than **[that}** **the maximum™** which the secretary of a
county board of elections m a county of the same class, not having
a superintendent of elections™.* would receive for performing the
duties of secretary and commissioner of registration. **This mini-
mum does not reduce the current base salary for any superinten-
dent who also serves as commissionerﬁof registration.®*

Senate Bill No. 1250 would increase the minimum and maximum
amount which counties may pay members of county election boards in
compensation for services. The bill, in effect, provides that the current
maximum salary in each population category would become the mini-
mum, with a new maximum established for each. The new salaries would
take effect only upon the approval of the governing body of the county.

As received by the committee, the bill further provided that the
commissioner of registration in a county having a superintendent of
elections would receive the same salary as do secretaries of county
boards of elections who also perform the duties of commissioner of
registration.

The committee amended the bill to provide that the salary of a
commissioner of registration in a county having a superintendent of
elections shall be subject to the approval of the governing body of the
county. The committee also amended the bill to give the governing body
of counties of the first class which have a superintendent of elections
an option in determining the salary of the county commissioner of
registration. As amended, the bill provides that the governing body
may either pay such a commissioner of registration not less than
$10,000.00 nor more than $12,500.00 as compensation for his services
as commissioner of registration; or, may pay such commissioner a
salary not less than the maximum which a secretary of a county board
of elections in a county of the same class, which does not have a
superintendent of elections, receives for performing the duties of
secretary and commissioner of registration. The bill provides that
such a secretary receive: (1) for performing the duties of secretary—
an amount equal to one-half the compensation of the individual board
members, and, (2) for performing the duties of commissioner of regis-
tration—an amount equal to one-half his salary as member and secre-
tary of a county board.

In addition, the committee amended the bill to eliminate the possi-
bility that this bill would unintentionally have an adverse impact on

any incumbent superintendent of elections.
