1 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

STATEMENT 

This bill requires county recording officers to notify municipal 

tax assessors of the filing of approved subdivision plats. 

Planning boards in most cases notify the tax assessor that a 

subdivision has been approved; however, no aHsurance is given 

that the subdivision has been filed within the statutory 90-day 

period. Unless this assurance is given, a premature revision of 

the tax records could create problems in future years if the sub­

division plat had not been filed.

The Senate committee amendment changes the bill's title in order to 

reflect the adoption of the new Municipal Land Use Law. 

The Assembly committee amendment provides that the notification 

to the municipal assessor shall be at the same time as the notification to 

the planning board, and shall be in the form of a copy of the notification 

to the planning board.
