 1. Section 1 of P.L.2016, c.31 is amended to read as follows:  10 

 1. a.  The New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust, 11 

established pursuant to P.L.1985, c.334 (C.58:11B-1 et seq.), is 12 

authorized to expend the aggregate sum of up to [$409.35] 13 

$641.576 million and any unexpended balance of the aggregate 14 

expenditures authorized pursuant to section 1 of P.L.2000, c.93, 15

16 

pursuant to P.L.1997, c.223, the trust is authorized to transfer such 17 

amounts to the Department of Environmental Protection as needed 18 

for drinking water project loans pursuant to the “Safe Drinking 19 

Water Act Amendments of 1996,” Pub.L.104-182, and any 20 

amendatory and supplementary acts thereto (hereinafter referred to 21 

as the "Federal Safe Drinking Water Act"), under terms and 22 

conditions established by the Commissioner of Environmental 23 

Protection and trust, and approved by the State Treasurer, which 24 

loans shall be jointly administered by the trust and department.  25 

 (2) Of the sums appropriated to the trust from the "Wastewater 26 

Treatment Trust Fund" established pursuant to section 15 of the 27 

"Wastewater Treatment Bond Act of 1985," (P.L.1985, c.329) 28 

pursuant to P.L.1987, c.198, the trust is authorized to transfer such 29 

amounts as needed to the Clean Water State Revolving Fund 30 

established pursuant to section 1 of P.L.2009, c.77 for the purposes 31

acts thereto (hereinafter referred to as the "Federal Clean Water 36

 (3) Of the sums appropriated to the trust from the "1992 38 

Wastewater Treatment Trust Fund" established pursuant to section 39 

27 of the "Green Acres, Clean Water, Farmland and Historic 40 

Preservation Bond Act of 1992" (P.L.1992, c.88) pursuant to 41 

P.L.1996, c.86, the trust is authorized to transfer such amounts as 42 

needed to the Clean Water State Revolving Fund for the purpose of 43 

providing the State match as required for the award of the 44 

capitalization grants made available to the State for clean water 45 

projects pursuant to the Federal Clean Water Act.  46 

 (4) Of the sums appropriated to the trust from the "Stormwater 47 

Management and Combined Sewer Overflow Abatement Fund" 48 
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created pursuant to section 14 of the "Stormwater Management and 1 

Combined Sewer Overflow Abatement Bond Act of 1989" 2 

(P.L.1989, c.181) pursuant to P.L.1998, c.87, the trust is authorized 3

S­2347/A­3723 (Rice, Ruiz/Pintor Marin, Giblin) – CONDITIONAL ­ Permits certain municipalities to impose and
collect payroll tax of up to 1% of employer’s payroll

S­2575/A­4187 (Sweeney, Whelan/Burzichelli) – ABSOLUTE ­ Disqualifies casino license applicant for five­year
period if person substantially closed casino property in State; revokes license; reinstates license eligibility under
certain circumstances
