upon such indebtedness, shall pay over to the officer presenting the
same, such amount of such indebtedness as such execution shall
prescribe, less 5%, which amount shall be on account of compensa-
tion to such persom, agent, treasurer or other fiduciary officer, for
expense and Services in payment of the ezecution, deductible from
each payment made, until such execution shall be wholly satisfied.
Such payment, together with the amount of said compensati'on,
shall be credited to the account of the judgment debtor in payment
of such ewecution and shall be a bar to any action [therefor] for
such payment, together with the amount of said compensation, by

any such judgment debtor. ‘
