BE 11 ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. Section 4 of the act of which this act is ameundatory
(C. 45:15B—4) is amended to read as follows :

4. The examinations shall be held [annually or semiannually]
at least once each year at such times and places as may be necessary
in the opinion of the board[, and at such times and places as it
may designate}; providing, sufficient applications are on file with
the board. The time and place of holding such examinations shall
be advertised in a periodical or ofher publication to be selected by
the board at least 30 days prior to the date of each examinationf,
and held in a State, county or other public building].

2. Section 7 of the act of which this act 1s amendatory
(C. 45:15B-T) is amended to read as follows:

7. [Upon the filing of an application for an examination or a
certificate under this act the board shall charge a fee of $15.00.
Should the applicant fail to pass the required examination, he
shall be entitled to take subsequent examinations within 2 years
without the payment of an additional fee. At the end of the State’s
fiscal year the funds on hand shall be paid to the State Treasury.}
An emamination fee of $25.00 shall be charged for each exanunation
or re-examination taken by an applicant, said fee to be paid as the
board may provide by rule.

4. This act shall take effect immediately.

STATEMENT

The present statute limits the examinations for certified short-
hand reporters to 2 each year. The current need for qualified
reporters to staff the larger number of judges in the Superior and
County Courts, coupled with the increased volume of depositions,
makes it necessary to authorize more frequent examinations, as
may be needed. This will also enable the board to give the exam-
ination to smaller groups of applicants under better testing condi-
tions. To meet the cost of this change, the application fee of $15.00,
which was set in 1940, is increased to $25.00, and the provision for
free examinations after the first is eliminated. The compensation
scale is adjusted to reflect the greater burden of examinations, but
in other respects remains at the same rate. Total cost of the
board’s work cannot exceed the amount received in fees, thus avoid-

ing any effect on the State’s budget.
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
