Governor Thomas H. Kean today signed the following legislation:

A-1315, sponsored by Assemblyman Thomas Duch, D-Bergen and
Assemblyman Louis Gill, D-Bergen, provides that the death by auto statute does
not preclude indictment and conviction for manslaughter.

The legislation is effective immediately.

A-1976, sponsored by Assemblyman John Girgenti, D-Passaic, upgrades
from crime of the third degree to crimes of the second degree the offenses of:
training another person in the use of firearms, explosives, or destructive
devices with knowledge that the devices will be used in illegal activity and
assembling with others for the training in such devices with the intent to
employ them in illegal activity.

A crime of the second degree is punishable by a fine of up to $100,000,
5 to 10 years imprisonment or both. A crime of the third degree is punishable
by a fine of up to $7,500, 3 to 5 years imprisonment or both.
