BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. In addition to incarceration of a person found by the court to be
in contempt of a support order issued by the Superior Court, Chancery
Division, Family Part, the court may order such person to perform
community service for part, or al, of the person's period of
incarceration.

2. This act shall take effect immediately.

STATEMENT

This bill concerns persons who are found in contempt of court for
refusal to pay court-ordered child support and who may be ordered by
the family court to be incarcerated in the county jail until their
obligations are paid. The bill would provide that, in addition to a
period of incarceration, the court would have discretion to order such
persons to perform community services.
