¢ ensure that the defibrillator is tested and maintained, and provide
notification to the appropriate first aid, ambulance or rescue
squad or other appropriate emergency medical services provider
regarding the defibrillator, the type acquired and its location,
pursuant to N.J.S.A.2A:62A-25;

o arrange and pay for training in cardio-pulmonary resuscitation

e ensure that the defibrillator is tested and maintained, and provide
notification to the appropriate first aid, ambulance or rescue squad
or other appropriate emergency medical services provider regarding
the defibrillator, the type acquired and its location, pursuant to
section 3 of P.L.1999, c.34 (C.2A:62A-25);

e arrange and pay for training in cardio-pulmonary resuscitation and
the use of a defibrillator for employees of the facility in accordance
with the provisions of section 3 of P.L.1999, c.34
