23 blindness, and shall include, but not be limited to, any resident 

24 of this State who is disabled pursuant to the federal Social 
25 Security Act (42 U.S.C. 416), or the federal "Railroad 

26 Retirement Act of 1974," (45 U.S.C. 231 et seq.), or is rated as 

27 having a 60% disability or higher pursuant to any federal law 

28 administered by the United States Veterans' Act. For purposes 

29 of this paragraph "blindness" means central visual acuity of 

30 20/200 or less in the better eye with the use of a correcting 

31 lens. An eye which is accompanied bya limitation in the fields 

32 of vision such that the widest diameter of the visual field 

33 subtends an angle no greater than 20 degrees shall be considered 

34 as having a central visual acuity of 20/200 or less.
