BILL DESCRIPTION

Senate Bill No. 1341 of 2000 amends P.L.1968, c.247 (C.39:3-27.5 et seq.), which
authorized the issuance of special license plates to vehicle registrants who hold amateur radio
licenses issued by the Federal Communications Commission.  Specifically, the bill authorizes the
term "amateur radio" to be included on the special plates; currently, the plates may only display
the amateur radio call letters.  In addition, the bill increases the fee for these special plates from
$10 to $15.

CHAPTER 280

AN ACT concerning license plates for amateur radio operators and amending P.L.1968, c.247.

BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of New Jersey:

1. Section 1 of P.L.1968, c.247 (C.39:3-27.5) is amended to read as follows:

C.39:3-27.5  Amateur radio call letter registration plates.
1. The Director of the Division of Motor Vehicles shall cause to be issued to applicants who

hold amateur radio licenses issued by the Federal Communications Commission, registration
plates for motor vehicles owned or leased by the applicants bearing the term "amateur radio" and
the amateur radio call letters of the respective applicants.   The director, upon request, shall
cause to be issued duplicate plates, with such marks as the director may deem appropriate to
distinguish them from the original plates, for any additional motor vehicle which an applicant
may register.

2. Section 2 of P.L.1968, c.247 (C.39:3-27.6) is amended to read as follows:
