The Senate Law, Public Safety and Defense Committee reports 
favorably Senate Bill 1749 with amendments. 

As amended, this bill provides. that the fee. to be paid to the 
Division of Alcoholic Beverage Control by a veterans organization 
for a one-day permit to sell alcoholic beverages for consumption on 
a designated premises would be $50, rather than the $75 currently 
charged. Civic, religious, and educational organizations are charged 
$50. 

The committee amended the bill to clarify its wording. 
This bill was pre-filed for ·introduction in the 1990 session 

pending technical review. As reported, the bill includes the changes 
required by technical review which has been performed. 
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
