The Senate R,evenue, Finance and Appropriations Committee re­

ported Senate Bill No. 3794 favorably. 

Senate Bill No. 3704 proyides an increase in the annual salaries of 

members of the Legislature from $23,000.00 to $35,000.00, beginning 

with the 1990 legislative year and thereafter. 

Legislators' salaries were last increased in 1984 from $18,000.00 to 

$2;3,000.00, and prior to that in 1980 from $10,000.00 to $18,000.00. 

FISCAL IMPACT: 

This bill makes no appropriation, and will have no fiscal impact until 

fiscal year 1990. 'When the salary increase takes effect, the annual cost 

will be approximately $1,207,000.00 a year; one-half of this annual cost, 

or $603,000.00, will first occur in fiscal year 1990. 
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
