(C.34:1B-7.10 et al.) shall be filled by appointment of the
Covernor upon the recommendation of the Senate President and
the Speaker of the General Assembly, respectively. Each
member shall hold office for the term of his appointment and
until his successor shall have been appointed and qualitied. A
member shall be eligible for reappointment. Any vacancy in the
membership occurring other than by expiration of term shall be
filled in the same manner as the original appointment but for the
wexpired term only. In the event the authority ehall by
resolution determine to accept the declaration of an wrban
growth sone by any municipality, the mayor or other chief
enscutive officer of such municipality shall ex officio b o
member of the authority for the purpose of participating and
voting on all matters pertaining to such urban growth sone.

Notwithstanding the provisions of any other law, no
officer or employee of the State shall be deemed to have
forfeited or shall forfeit his office or employment or any benefits
or emoluments thereof by reason of his acceptance of the office
of ex officio member of the authority or his services therein,

8. Each ex officio member of the suthority may designate an
officer or employee of his department to represent him at
meetings of the authority, and each such designee may lawfully
vote and otherwise act on behalf of the member for whom he
constitutes the designee. Any such designation shall be in writing
delivered to the authority and shall continue in effect until
revoked or amended by writing delivered to the authority.

h. The authority may be dissolved by act of the Lagislature on
condition that the authority has no debts or obligations
outstanding or that provision has been made for the payment or
retirement of such debts or obligations. Upon any such
dissolution of the authority, all property, funds and assets thercof
shall be vested in the State.

i. A true copy of the minutes of every meeting of the
suthority shall be forthwith delivered by and under the
certification of the sscretary thereof to the Govemnor. No action
taken at such meeting by the authority shall have force or effect
until 10 days, Saturdays, Sundays, and public holidays excepted,
