TOHS RIVER - Governor Brendan Byrne today signed legislation increasing the 

yearly lifeline utility credit for senior citizens, at a time, he said, when older 

Americans face a growing threat from Washington. 

The legislation, A-3l49, sponsored by Assemblyman John Paul Doyle (D-Ocean), 

increases to $150 from the present $125 the payment for senior citizens and disabled 

persons as a credit against electric or gas utility bills. 

The new law is the latest in a series of measures to protect and improve the 

living standards of New Jersey's Senior citizens, Byrne said. 

It comes at a time, he said, when the Reagan administration, not content with 

earlier reductions in domestic spending programs, proposes a 12 percent across-the­

board cut in a broad range of critical domestic programs, according to the 

state's Washington office. This cut, if approved by Congress, would cost New Jersey 

$25.6 million in low income energy assistance, much of it directed at senior citizens. 

In funds for low income and senior housing alone, the Reagan administration proposes 

to give New Jersey more than $1 million less next year than the Carter administration 

provided in its final budget. 

In addition, the Reagan Administration proposes to further reduce funds for~foodstamps. 

Medicare, veterans benefits and Supplemental Security Income by amounts still not clear, 

Byrne said. 

J1~fuat is clear," the Governor said, "is the apparent indifference of those in 

Washington to the needs of a broad cross-section of Americans, including our senior 

citizens. It highlights the importance of the role of state government in protecting 

the welfare of our older citizens at a critical time."

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Ynree state programs alonC', Byrne said, have pumped some $285 million into 

suppo;:t for senior citizens. These include $30 million in reduced. bus fare for 

seniors and the disabled; $85.5 million under the Lifeline Credit programs in just 

two years, fiscal 1980 and 1981; and $170.3 million in Pharmaceutical Assistance to 

the Aged since 1976.

Senior citizens under a Byrne administration program receive an extra $50 credit 

on their homestead rebate. Basic Property Tax exemption for those over 65 have 

amounted to millions of dollars under a program that will double the income limit 

and increase the maximum reduction annually over a four year period. 

The dedication of casino revenues to programs fo~ the elderly underscores the 

state's c.ommitment to lts older citizens, Byrne declared. "If those funds were not 

available this year, several existing programs for the elderly would have suffered 

deep cuts," the Governor said. "Contrary to the claims of some critics these 

casino funds were used to preserve senior citizens programs and were not diverted to 

other uses." 

In addition, those over 65 can deduct an extra $l~OOO from their taxable income 

for state income tax purposes -, a program that saved seniors approximately $3.5 million 

a year. 

Not all of the state 6 s prograr.J.s fOj the elderly can be ~,}asured in purely dOllar 

terms, the governor declared. He cited legislation during his ternlS that created a 

Boardirlg Home Bill of Rights and Licens.ing Act; that established a state on:budsman far 

the institutionalized elderly,and that affords the elderly greater protection from 

condominium conversion.
