The Assembly Health and Human Resources Committee reports 

favorably Senate Bill No. 1181. 

This bill requires health care facilities \vhich provide services to 

newborns to adopt policies and procedures which ensure that newborns, 

including newborn handicapped children, receive a level of nourishment 

and medical care consistent with accepted n1edical standards. The bill 

also requires that the Department of Health comply with any federal 

statutes reg'arding submission of the State's regulations to the federal 

government in order to qualif}T for federal funding. 

This bill is identical to Assembly Bill No. 986 (Doria), which the 

committee also reported on this date.

The Senate Institutions, Health and Welfare Committee favorably 

reports Senate Bill No. 1181. 

Tllis bill requires health care facilities which provide services to new­

borns to adopt policies and procedures \vhicll ensure tllat newborns, 

including newborn handicapped children, receive a level of nourishment 

and medical care consistent with accepted medical standards. The bill 

also requires that the Department of Healtll comply with any federal 

statutes regarding submission of the State's regulations to the federal 

government in order to qualify for federal funding. 

In November 1985, the committee reported Senate Bill No. 226 of 

1984 \vith amendments, wllich is identical to this bill. Senate Bill No. 

226 was substituted by Assembly Bill No. 1184. The bill passed in both 

Houses of the Legislature but was pocket vetoed by the Governor at 

the end of the 1985 session. 

This bill was introduced in the 1986 session pending technical review. 

As reported, this bill includes the cllang'es required by techllical review 

whicll has been performed. 
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
