AN	 ACT relating to the reorganization of the executive and administrative 

offices, departments, and instrumentalities of the State Government; estab­

lishing and concerning a Department of Public Utilities as a principal de­

partment in the executive branch of the State Government; amending 

section 48 :2-1, and supplementing chapter two of Title forty-eight, of the 

Revised Statutes. 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of New 

2 Jersey: 

1 1. Section 48 :2-1 of the Revised Statutes is amended to read as follows: 

2 48 :2-1. There is hereby established in the executive branch of the State 

3 Government a principal department which shall be known as the Depart­

4 ment of Public Utilities. The board of public utility commissioners, here­

5 inafter in this chapter designated as the "board," created and established 

6 by the act entitled" An act concerning public utilities; to create a board of 

7 public utility commissioners and to prescribe its duties and powers," ap­

8 proved April twenty-first, one thousand nine hundred and eleven (L. 1911, 

9 c. 195, p. 374), as amended and supplemented, is continued and is designated 

10 the head of such principal department. 

11 The board shall consist of three citizens of this State not under thirty 

12 years of age. At the expiration of the term of a member of the board, the 

13 Governor shall, [by and] with the advice and consent of the Senate, ap­

14 point a successor for a term of six years. The terms of office of the members 

15 of the board shall continue until their successors are appointed and quali­

16 fied. No person shall act as a member of the board until his appointment 

17 has been confirmed by the Senate. Not more than two of the members of 

18 the board shall be members of the same political party. Any member of the 

19 board may be removed from office by the Governor, for cause, upon notice 

20 and opportunity to be heard. All vacancies, except through the expiration 

21 of term, shall be filled for the unexpired term only. 

1 2. The Governor shall designate one of the members of the board of pub­

3 board so designated shall serve as such president during the term of the
