The Senate Education Committee favorably reports this 
committee substitute. 

This committee substitute provides that the Commissioner of 
Education shall be appointed by the Governor with the advice and 
consent of the Senate, and that he shall serve at the pleasure of the 
Governor during the Governor's tenn of office and until the 
appointment and qualification of his successor. This would make the 
term of the Commissioner of Education the same as the tenns of all 
other cabinet officers except for the Secretary of State, the 
Attorney General, and those cabinet officers who are appointed by 
special boards without the advice and consent of the Senate. 

The committee substitute also provides that this bill will take 
effect immediately and will apply to the term of office of the 
Commissioner of Education on July 1, 1990. 
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
