regarding the manufacturer, seller or lessor, or its employees or agents, 

or concerning the goods or services rendered. 

 For violations of this prohibition, the bill grants authority to the 

Attorney General to impose a civil penalty of up to $5,000 for a first 

offense, and up to $10,000 for each subsequent offense.  It also creates 

a private cause of action for aggrieved parties. 

 The bill supplements P.L.1981, c.454 (C.56:12-14 et seq.), and as 

such, would apply to all consumer contracts for the purchase, lease or 

repair of any motor vehicle.  The bill also amends and supplements 

P.L.1988, c.123 (C.56:12-29 et seq.), commonly known as the “Lemon 

Law,” and would thus also apply the prohibition on non-disclosure 

clauses to the purchase or lease of a new motor vehicle and any repairs 

made in relation thereto for a defect or condition which substantially 

impairs the use, value or safety of that motor vehicle. 
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
