This bill would increase the lineage rate for official legal advertising 

by approximately 15%. The Assembly Commerce, Industry and Pro­

fessions Committee believes that this rate increase is reasonable and 

justifiable because of the escalating costs of newsprint, materials and 

labor in publishing newspapers. The rate was last changed in 1968.
