AN ACT concerning municipal po,Lice chaplains and amending 

N. J. S. 40A:14-141. 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. N. J. S. 40A :14-141 is amended to read as follows: 

2 40A :14-141. The go,verning body of any municipality, by 

3 ordinance, may pro1vide for the appointment of one or more 

4 chap}ains to the police department or force. Any pe~son appointed 

5 as chaplain shall be an ordained clergyman in good standing in 

6 the religious body from which he is selected. Said chaplain shall 

7 become a member of the municipal police department or force 

8 with or without [the] rank [of ca.ptain] and salary as specified 

9 in the ordinance. His salary, if any, shall be fixed by the governing 

10 body of the municipality and payable in the same manner as in the 

11 case of o,ther members of the police depa.rtment or fo,rce. 

1 2. This act shall take effe·ct immediately. 

STATEMENT 

This bill would permit municipalities to appoint chaplains to 

police departments with or without rank and salary as specified 

by ordinance. The rank of captain currently mandated for chap­

lains has been eliminated because there are some municipal police 

depadments in which a chaplain with the rank of captain would be 

a superior officer outranking all other members· except the chief 

of police.
