The Senate County and Municipal Government Committee reports 

favorably Assembly Bill No. 259. 

Assembly Bill No. 259 permits chief executive officers of municipali­

ties and school superintendents or principals, as appropriate, to desig­

nate alteruates to serve in their place on boards of trustees of joint 

Ii lJraries. 

Currently, R. S. 40 :54-9 permits alternates to be designated by the 

chief executive officer and the school superintendent or principal, as 

appropriate, for the boards of trustees of free public libraries. This 

bill would bring the statutory provision governing joint libraries into 

conformity with the statutory provision governing boards of trustees 

of free public libraries regarding the designation of alternates. 
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
