AN ACT to provide for the review of major facilities in the coastal 

area and making an appropriation therefor.

Governor William T. Cahill today signed into law two major pieces
 

of legislation, one aimed at protecting the State's coastline from misuse and
 

the second geared to deal with New Jersey's developing energy crisis.
 

The bills signed at a public ceremony were the Coastline Area Facility
 

Review Act (Assembly 1429, sponsored by Assemblyman Thomas H. Kean, R., Essex)
 

and Senate 2075, sponsored by Senator William E. Schluter, (R., Mercer), creating
 

an	 ene~gy crisis study commission. 

"These bills,1I the Governor said, "demonstrate the complexity of
 

the problems facing our State. We have, on one hand, the need to safeguard our
 

precious natural resources from environmental assault and, on the other hand,
 

we face the necessity of coming up with solutions to the constantly growing demand
 

for energy.
 

"Both of these measures dealing with the basic questions of economic
 

growth and environmental protection should have far-reaching beneficial effects
 

for the State.
 

"The Coastal Area Facilities Review Act will provide a balancing mechanism
 

on a long-term regional basis and will provide a forum for the analysis of economic
 

and environmental goals for the coastal regions of New Jersey.1I
 

In signing this into law, the Governor said:
 

"The shape of our land, in large part, determines th~ shape of our
 

future. The enactment of this legislation insures that our coastal land will be
 

:	 shaped in conformance with its natural capabilities and resources and that in the future 

this region will continue to enjoy the high quality of environmental amenities it 

now provides to millions from New Jersey and from other states.

By subjecting proposed 

new developments to intensive environmental review and to extensive public 

participation through the public hearing process mandated by the law, we will 

insure that future land uses are compatible with both the economy and the 

environment. " 

The Governor noted that during the debate on the bill an argument 

over the effects of this Act was that it would stop all development in the 

coastal region which is not true. The Governor pointed out that the Act will 

provide for a balanced development to meet the legitimate long-term needs of the 

area. 

He further noted that, as a balancing mechanism, the coastal act is 

similar to other recently enacted legislation including the Flood Plain Act 

and the Wetlands Act. 

"The signing of this bill is an impressive capstone to a four-year 

period of important environmental accomplishments," the Governor said. "Taken 

as a whole, the legislation we have passed and the regulations which have been 

implemented are beginning to shape a new New Jersey. I am confident that the 

next Administration, or any future Administration, will continue to take care that 

the measures they adopt will shape a New Jersey of which we can be proud." 

The signing into law ~f the bill creating an ener~y crisis study 

Commission fulfilled a commitment made by the Governor in his Third Annual Message 

to the Legislature on January 9, 1973. At that time, the Governor said, "Answers 

must be found soon to balance the necessary research for electrical power with the 

equally vital need to protect the environment. I'

AN ACT regulating the use of coastal areas, providing for creation 

of the Coastal Areail Protection Board and prescribing its powers 

and duties. 

BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "Coastal 

2 Areas Protection Act." 

1 2. u. The Legislature finds and declares it to be the public poli('~' 

2 of the State of New .Jersey that: 

3 (1) the unspoiled coastal areas of the State as herein defined and 

4 described are among our most critical and vulnerable resources allll 

5 thus require the direct protection of the State in order that these 

G resourceil might be preserved against manufacturing and ill­

I dustrial uses incompatible with their ecological and environmental 

8 integrity; 

9 (2) such coastal areas have been singled out for the only treat­

10 ment likely to maintain them for the purposes which they serve 

11 uniquely well, among which are recreation, relaxation, leisure, and
