 The Assembly Appropriations Committee reports favorably 
Assembly Bill No. 4585. 
 The bill extends the date by which the requirement for voter-
verified paper records of votes cast on voting machines must be in 
place from January 1, 2008 to June 3, 2008, the date of the 2008 
primary elections.  The bill also provides that a waiver of this 
requirement may be granted by the Attorney General if the technology 
is not commercially available.  The technology to produce a permanent 
voter-verified paper record for each vote cast would be deemed not 
commercially available if a voting machine incorporating such 
technology has not been certified as approved in accordance with 
R.S.19:48-2, or there is good cause for the Attorney General to believe 
that such machines cannot be produced, delivered and installed in a 
timely manner in the quantity needed for use in the June 3, 2008 
election. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
 This bill was not certified as requiring a fiscal note.  However, the 
funds are provided through the Attorney General’s office for this 
election process from the federal HAVA (Help America Vote Act of 
2002).

 This bill extends the date by which the requirement for voter-
verified paper records of votes cast on voting machines must be in 
place from January 1, 2008 to June 3, 2008, the date of the 2008 
primary elections. 
 This Assembly amendment removes from the bill the description 
of circumstances under which the technology would be deemed by the 
Attorney General as not commercially available, namely because a 
voting machine incorporating such technology has not been certified 
as approved under current law or because the machines producing a 
permanent voter-verified paper record cannot be produced, delivered 
and installed in a timely manner in the quantity needed for use in the 
June 3, 2008 election.
