Abigail Powlett, a Plainfield police officer, was the first female 
New Jersey police officer killed in the line of duty. 

State, county or municipal police departments may submit 
nominations to the Department of Law and Public Safety. The 
Attorney General will recommend one candidate to the Governor 
who will present the award in a public ceremony. 

This bill was pre-filed for introduction in the 1990 session 
pending technical review. As reported, the bill includes the changes 
required by technical review which has been performed. 
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
