This bill was pre-filed for introduction in the 1990 session 
pending technical review.

Towns who host waste transfer stations will now be able to receive fees 
quarterly rather than on an annual basis under legislation signed today by Governor 
Jim F.lorio. 

"This legislation wll enable towns to provide better fiscal planning and more 
efficient municipal operations," said Florio. 

S 280/A 618, sponsored by Senator John Lynch and Assemblymen Nicholas 
Felice and Garabed Haytaian, will also serve as an incentive for other towns to 
become host communities. 

The Solid Waste Management Act allows municipalities which host transfer 
stations to collect not less than 50 cents per ton from station operators which is 
assessed on garbage passing through from other jurisdictions. 
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
