Governor Thomas H. Kean today signed legislation to prohibit smoking
in public school buildings, saying that public health considerations
outweighed individual rights in this instance.

The bill, A-3722, was sponsored by Assemblywoman Maureen Ogden,
R-Essex, and Assemblyman Harold Colburn, R-Burlington. An identical bill,
S-3334, was passed in the Senate wunder the sponsorship of Senator
Donald DiFrancesco, R-Union.

The bill requires that local boards of education implement the ban on
smoking within six months.

In signing the bill, Kean said he had reservations concerning the state
mandating such a policy at the local level, as well as concerns about
balancing public health and private rights.

"In the end, it was my feeling that public health --- particularly when
it involves youngsters in a school setting --- should take precedence," Kean
said.

Other bills signed by Kean today are:

A-3021, sponsored by Assemblyman Peter Genova, R-Union, to increase
the fees charged for spaying and neutering dogs and cats at the Department
of Health's pilot clinic in Hillside. It also vests future rate setting powers
within the Department. The increase, ranging from $5 to $15, was
necessary for the program to become self-sustaining.

A-464, sponsored by Assemblyman Robert Shinn, R-Burlington, to
permit the marketing by local governments of products derived from solid
waste without the necessity of public bidding.
