AN ACT concerning the collection and disposal of solid waste and 

amending the "Solid Waste Utility Control Act of 1970," 

approved May 6, 1970 (P. L. 1970, c. 40; C. 48:13A-1 et seq.). 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. Section 13 of P. L. 1970, c. 4-0 (C. 48 :1~)A-12) IS amended to

8 by imprisonment for not more than three years or by a fine of not

29 c. vVhenever it shall appeal' to the board that any person haR

1 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

STATEMENT 

This bill would increase the penalties the Board of Public 

Utilities may seek to collect against persons who violate any 

provision of the "Solid \Vaste Utility Control Act of 1970," 

P. L. 1970, c. 40 (C. 48 :13A-1 et seq.), or any rule, regulation or 

administrative order adopted by the BPU pursuant thereto. 

Specifically, the penalties for a first offense would be increased 

from $500.00 to $1,000.00, from $1,000.00 to $5,000.00 for a second 

offense, and from $1,000.00 to not more than $10,000.00 for a third 

and every subsequent offense.

The Assembly Independent and Regional Authorities Committee 

reports favorably Assembly Bill No. 1965. 

As reported, this bill is intended to increase the penalties which the 

Board of Public Utilities may seek to impose on persons who violate 

provisions of the" Solid Waste Utility Control Act of 1970," P. L. 1970, 

c. 40 (C. 48:13A~1 et seq.), or who violate any rule, regulation or 

administrative order adopted by the board pursuant to the act, or who 

engage in the solid waste collection or solid waste disposal business 

without a properly issued certificate of public convenience and necessity. 

The bill provides that penalties shall be increased to a maximum of 

$1,000.00 for a first offense, a maximum of $5,000.00 for a second offense 

and a maximum of $10,000.00 for a third and subsequent offense. 

At present, the penalty for a violation of the act for a first offense 

is a maximum of $500.00, $1,000.00 for a second offense and $1,000.00 

for a third and every subsequent offense.

The Senate Energy and Environment Committee favorably reports 

Assembly Bill No. 1965. 

Assembly Bill No. 1965 would increase the penalties for violations 

of the "Solid Waste Utility Control Act of 1970" (P. L. 1970, c. 40), 

under which the Board of Public Utilities regulates the rates of the 

solid waste collection and disposal industry. Currently, the penalty fol' 

a violation of the act (or any rule, regulation, or administrative order 

adopted pursuant to the act) is up to $500.00 for a first offense and up 

to $1,000.00 for a second, third, or subsequent offense. This bill would 

increase these pellalties to up to $1,000.00 for a first offense, up to 

$5,000.00 for a second offense, and up to $10,000.00 for a third and 

subsequent offense. Violations of the "Solid ·Waste Utility Control Act 

of 1970" could include: (1) operating a solid waste collection or disposal 

business ·without the approval of the Board of Public Utilities; (2) 

charging rates for solid waste collection and disposal which have not 

been filed with by the board; (3) failure to provide solid waste co]]ec­

tion or disposal if ordered by the board; or (4) forming or conspiring 

to form a monopoly in the solid waste collection or disposal business in 

any area. The penalties for a violatoin of the "Solid \Vaste Utility 

Control Act of 1970" have not been increased since the act was enacted 

is 1970. 
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
