STATEMENT 

This bill provides that an individual who has been convicted of 

a crime of the first, second or third degree is disqualified from mem­

bership on a board of education. Such a conviction would result in 

an individual's removal from the board. 

Further, a candidate would haye to specifically affirm that he had 

never been convicted of such a crime upon filing a nominating peti­

tion for board membership, and make a similar declaration upon 

taking the oath of office. A false declaration would be a crime of 

the fourth degree, and make the individual subject to a fine of up 

to $7,500.00 and a prison sentence of up to 18 months. 

EDUCATION-GENERAL 

Disqualifies from school board membership persons convicted of 

certain crimes.

'1'he .Assembly State Government Committee reports favorably and 

with committee amendments Senate Bill No. 1644 30CR. 

This bill requires State agencies, including the Office of Legislative 

Services aEd the legislative branch of State Government, to pay interest 

on the amount due to a business concern pursuant to a properly executed 

State invoice if that amount is not paid on or lJefore the required pay­

ment date. rIhe required payment date will be 60 calendar days from 

the receipt of a properly executed State invoice or 60 calendar days 

from the receipt of goods and services, whichever is later. The State 

rrreasurer shall establish the interest rate to be paid, based on private 

commercial rates for new five year loans. Interest will not be paid for 

late payment on COIltracts providing for progess payments, or for goods 

or services which are found to be defective. 

The bill provides that no appropriation of funds shall be made for the 

payment of interest required by this act. Interest charges are to be 

paid out of funds available for the administration of division or agency 

programs. 

Each using agency and the Division of Budget and Accounting is 

requirell to file with the Director of the 1)ivision of Budget and Account­

ing a report 011 interest payments made during the 12-month period 

followinL< enactment of the bill, awl for each 12-month period thereafter, 

within 90 calendar da~,s after the end of sucb 12-month periods. The 

director sball submit to the Seuate Revenue, Finance and Appropria­

tions Committee and the Assembly Appropriations Committee a report 

on State compliance with this act within 150 days after the end of each 

12-month period. 

The bill appropriates $150,000.00 to effectuate its purposes. 

It is the sense of the committee in reporting this bill that the intent 

of the legislation is to discomage delinquency by State agencies in the 
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payment of their bills, and that the leg'islation shall not be construed 

to authorize or encourage any agency currently making timely payment 

on suell obligations to delay such pa~yments until the 60-day grace period 

provided under the bill has run. 

COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: 

The committee amellded the bill to (1) extend the scope of the legis­

lation to progress pa)Tment and other installment contracts, (2) make 

the bill's provisions inapplicable to public utilities, for whieh separate 

provision is made under another statute, and (3) correct references.

Interest will not be paid u11der the bill for late payment on construction 

contracts, or for goods or services which are found to be defective. 

The required payment date will be 60 calendar days from the receipt 

of a properly executed State invoice or 60 ealenda,r days from the 

receipt of goods and services, whichever is later. Tl1e State Treasurer 

shall establish the interest rate to be paid, based on private commercial 

rates for new five year loans. No ap,propriation of funds shall be made 

for the payment of interest required by this act. Interest charges are 

to be paid out of funds available for the administration of division or 

agency programs. 

Each ag'ency is required to file with the Director of the Division of 

Budget and Accounting a report on interest payments made during the 

preceding 12-month ,period, within 90 calendar days after the end of 

each 12-month period.

The committee amended the bill to increase the appropriation, which 

had been reduced to $150,000.00, back to $2'50,000.00', as introduced.

$250,00'0.00, and it was clarified that tIle appropriation is made to the 

Department of the Treasury for tIle use of the Division of Budget and 

-,-~ccounting·. 

FISCAL IMPACT: 

The bill, as amended, appropriates $150,000.00, from the General

The Senate State Government Committee reports favorably and with 

committee amendments Senate Bill No. 1644. 

As amended, this bill, entitled the "New Jersey Prompt Payment 

Act," mandates that State agencies, including' the Office of Legislative 

Services and the legislative branch of State Government, pay interest 

on the amoullt due to a business concern pursuant to a properly executed 

State invoice if the required payment is not made on or before the re­

quired payment date. The required payment date shall be 60 calendar 

days from the receipt of a properly executed State invoice or 60 calendar 

days from the receipt of goods and services, whichever is later. The 

State Treasurer shall establish the interest rate to be paid. 

The bill provides that no appropriation of funds shall be made for 

the paymellt of interest required by this act. Interest charg'es shall be 

paid out of funds available for the administration of division or agency 

programs. 

Each using agency and the Division of Budget and Accounting' shall 

file with the Director of the Division of Budget and Accounting a report 

on interest payments made during' the preceding 12-month period within 

90 calendar days after the elld of each 12-month period. The director 

shall submit to the Senate Revenue, Finance and Appropriations Com­

mittee alld the ..L~ssembly Appropriations Committee a report on State 

compliance with this act within 150 days after the end of each 12-month 

period. 

The bill appropriates from the General Fund to the Division of Budget 

and Accounting' the sum of $250,000.00 to effectuate the purposes of 

this act. 
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The committee amended the bill to incorporate changes suggested by 

the Department of the Treasury which: change the effective date of tlle 

act; replace the Office of Management and Blldget with the Division of 

Budget and Accounting; specify that certain time periods shall be calen­

dar days; and provide that the Senate Revenue, Finance alld Appro­

priations Comnlittee and the Assembly Appropriations Committee shall 

reassess certain time provisions in the bill.
