The Senate Law, Public Safety and Defense Committee reports
favorably Senate Bill No. 3179.

Senate Bill No. 3179 revises R. S. 39:4-198 by deleting obsolete
specifications for certain pavement markings from this particular sec-
tion of the statutes because another section of current law (section 1
of P. L. 1972, c. 43; C. 39:4-183.27) provides that traffic signs and
markings are to follow the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices
for streets and highways which has been adopted by the federal High-
way Administration as a national standard for highway signs and

markings.
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
