AN ACT concerning municipal parking enforcement officers and 

supplementing chapter 14 of Title 40A of the New Jersey 

Statutes. 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. The governing body of any municipality may, as it deems 

2 necessary, appoint parking enforcement officers to enforce State, 

3 county or municipal statute!.;, rC~'Jhltiom;, ordinanc(~s or rehl'lllations 

4 related to the }>arkingo of vehicles within the JIlunicipality. A park­

5 ing enforcement officer po~se:-;ses the power and authority, in the 

6 manner alld to the exterlt granted by the municipality, to: 

7 a. Issue a parldng ticket for a parking offense, as those two tenns 

8 are defined iIi the" Parking Offenses Adjudication Act," P. J..... 1985, 

9 c. 14 (C. 39:4-139.2 et seq.); 

10 b. Serve and execute all process for any parking offense issuing 

11 out of the court in the municipality having juristliction over the 

12 complaint; and 

13 c. Cause any vthicle parked, stored or abandoned in the munici­

14 pality in violation of a statute, resolution, ordillan'ce or regulation 

15 to be towed away from the scene of the violation and to collect from 

16 the vehicle owner or tlJe owner's agent, on behalf of tIle munici­

17 pality, the costs of the towing and subsequent· storage of the 

18 vehicle before surrendering tlle vehicle to the owner or agent.

2 eiude~. but is not limited to, such similar titles as Hparlcing control

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1 6. a. Prior to the cOJllJl1eJwenlClIt of dnties, every parkill~ Cllforcc­

2 ment officer shall he ;urnis]lCd with u uniform which shall dearly 

3 identify the officer's function. The uniform shall in.elude, hut not 1>1\ 

4 limited to, 8: hat and appropriate badges whiell shull hear all 

5 identification. number or name tag and the name of .the municipality 

6 in which the I,)fficer is employed. The uniform sllan also include an 

7 insignia issu,~d by the mU~licipality which clearly indicateFl tIll! 

8 officer'Fl status IlS a parkiug' enforcement officer. TIle uniform shall 

9 be distinct in color fronl t}1£ uniform of a regular police officer or 

10 special law enforcement offieer. 

11 .b. A muniCipality shall issue permalwnt insignia 110t later than 

12 90 days following its first appointment of a parking enforcnment 

13 officer or not ater Ulan 90 days following' the effective date of this 

14 act for persons desiwmted as purking enforcement officers under 

15 the provisions of section 8 of this act. 'rhe lIlunicipality may issue 

16 temporary insignia for use prior to the issuance of permanent 

17 insignia. 

1 7. The municipality may charge a responsible fee, as determined 

2 by tile appointing authority, for uniforms supplied pursuant to 
i 

3 this act, hut shall not charge !1 fee for the costs of·required training 

4 or the issuance of a certificate of appointment. 

1 8. Except ,as provided in section 9 of this act, all persons em­

2 ployed bya I municipn.lity, other than regular police officers and 

3 special law e~1forcement ofiic.ers, who are performing the functions 

4 enumerated in section 1 of tlJis act on the effective date of this act, 

5 are hereby designated as Ilarking enforcement officers and are 

6 deemed to be.governed by the provisions of this aet.

16 temporary insignia for use prior to the issuance of permanent

The Assembly Municipal Government Oommittee favorably reports 

Assembly Bill No. 4106. 

This bill creates a new municipal position entitled "parking enforce­

ment officer" and permits municipalities to appoint persons to this 

title. The primary function of a parking enforcemenit officer is to 

enforce State and local parking laws, resolutions, ordinances and regu­

lations and to issue tickets and summonses for violations thereof. A 

parking enforcement officer would also be able to arrange for the tow­

ing of an unlawfully parked car if permitted by municipal ordinance.
