The Assembly Health and Human Hesources Committee favorably 

repor.t~s Assembly Bill No. 407;). 

This bill directs the Commissioner of Health to designate Cooper 

HospitaljUniversi ty .M edical Centur in Camden as the State's specialty 

acute care children's hospital for the 10 southernmost counties of New 

Jersey, including Atlantic, Burlingt.on, Camden, Cape May, Cumber­

land, Gloucester, Mercer, Monmouth, Ocean and Salem counties, subjeei 

to written agreements between Cooper HospitaljUniversity Medical 

Center and a majority of the acute care hospitals which provide in­

patient pediatric services in those counties. 

These written agreements shall state that the other facilities recog­

nize Cooper Hospital/ University Merlical Center aiS the State's spe­

cialty acute care c1lil([ren's hospital for the 10 designated countie~s and 

shall set forth the basis on which the other facilities shall make referrals 

to Cooper Hospital/University }\fedical Center. 

This bill is intended to meet the needs of critically ill chih1ren living­

in the southern portion of the State, whose nped,s are not adequately 

met by Children's Hospital of New Jersey, a unit of United Hospitals 

Medical Center ill Newark. Although that facility was designated by 

the Commissioner of IIpalth as tlw State's specialty acute care chil­

dren's lwspital pursnant to P. L. lD85, c. 306 (C. 26:2H-18a pt a1.), it 

is relativel~' inaccessiHe to critic::111y ill chiIdJ'Pn who are southern New 

.Jersey residents becam;p of the ?TPat distance hf'tween Newark and 

most of southern New .Tersey.

Governor Thomas H. Kean today signed the following legislation: 

A-2303, sponsored by Assemblywoman Joann Smith, R-Monmouth and 

Senator Richard Van Wagner, D-Monmouth, establishes the Hearing Aid 

Assistance for the Aged and Disabled program. 

The $540,000 appropriation will allow for grants of up to $100 per year to 

eligible recipients for the purchase, repair, or replacement of hearing aids. 

To be eligible, a person must be disabled pursuant to the federal Social 

Security Act, or be over 65 years of age. The person's annual income must be 

less than $13,250 if single or $16,250 if married. 

The legislation is effective in ninety days. ,
