Fund" and the Catastrophic Illness in Children Helief Fund 

Commission; prescriLing the memLership and powers of the 

commission; and supplementing Title 2G of the Hevised Statutes. 

1 BE IT EXACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. 'l'lte Legislature finds and declares that: 

2 a. Altltouglt tlte majority of Americans are covered by some 

3 form of ltealth insurance, families nevertheless lack protection 

4 against tlte high cost of chronic or single episoJes of serious ill­

5 ness that may destroy their resources. An illness resulting in tltis 

6 potentially devastating financial consequence is referred to as a 

7 catastrophic illness. 

8 b. Catastrophic illnesses often tltreaten to push some families 

9 into bankruptcy and others toward seeking inferior medical care 

10 and present a major problem for this nation's health care system 

11 in that catastrophic illnesses account for over 20% of this nation's 

12 health expenditures. 

13 c. The impact of catastrophic illnesses on the family is especially 

14 acute in that children have the highest average medical costs among 

15 tbe population as a whole. 

IG d. It is the public policy of this State that each child of this 

17 State should bave access to quality health care and adequate pro­

18 tection against the extraordinarily high costs of health care ser­

19 vices which are determined to be catastrophic and severely impact 

20 upon a child and bis family.

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21 e. '1'0 this end, it is incumbent upon the State to provide assis­

22 tance to children and their families whose medical expenses extend 

23 beyond the families' available resources. 

1 2. As used in this act:
 

2 a. "Catastrophic illness" means any illness or condition the

4 other State or federal program or allY insurance contract and
 

5 exceed 30% of the *[gross]* income of a family whose *[gross]*

8 b.' ,Child" means a person under 18 years of age.
 

9 c. "Commission" means the Catastrophic Illness III Children
 

10 Relief Fund Commission. 

11 d. "Family" means a child and the child's paTent*, parents* or 

12 legal guardian'~, as the case may be, who is legally responsible for 

12A the child's medical expenses*. 

13 e." Fund" means the Catastrophic Illness III Children Relief 

14 Fund. 

15 f. ""["Gross income" means the categories of income found in 

16 N. J. S. 54A:5-1]* *U!ncome" means all income, from whatever 

16A source derived, actually received by a family*. 

17 g. "Resident" means a person legally domiciled within the State 

18 for a period of six months immediately preceding the date of ap­

19 plication for inclusion in the program. Mere seasonal or temporary 

20 residence within the State, of whatever duration, does not constitute 

21 domicile. Absence from this State for a period of 12 months or 

22 more is prima facie evidence of abandonment of domicile. The 

23 burden of establishing legal domicile within the State is upon the 

24 parent or legal guardian of a child. 

1 3. The" Catastrophic Illness in Children Relief Fund" is estab­

2 lished as a nonlapsing, revolving fund. The fund shall be admin­

3 istered by the commission, and shall be credited with momes 

4 received pursuant to section *[11]* *10* of this act. 

5 The State Treasurer is the custodian of the fund and all dis­

6 bursements from the fund shall be made by the treasurer upon 

7 vouchers signed by the chairman of the commission. The monies 

8 in the fund shall be invested and reinvested by the Director of the 

9 Division of Investment in the Department of the Treasury as are 

10 other trust funds in the custody of the State Treasurer in the 

11 manner provided by law. Interest received on the monies in the 

12 fund shall be credited to the fund. 
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1 4. There is established in, but not of, the State Department of 

2 Health the Catastrophic Illness in Children Relief l!"und Commis­

3 sion. The commission shall consist of the Commissioner of the 

4 State Department of Health, the Commissioner of the Department 

5 of Human Services, the Commissioner of the Department of In­

6 surance, and the State Treasurer, who shall be members ex officio, 

7 and five public members who are residents of tbis State, appointed 

8 by the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate for 

9 terms of five years, one of \-vhom is appointed upon the recom­

10 mendation of the President of the Senate and is a provider of 

1J health care services to children in this State and one of whom is 

12 appointed upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the General 

13 Assembly and is a provider of health care services to children in 

14 this State. The five public members first appointed by the Gov­

15 ernor shall serve for terms of one, two, three, four and five years, 

16 respectively. 

17 Each member shall hold office for the term of his appointment 

18 and until his successor has been appointed and qualified. A mem­

19 bel' of the commission is eligible for reappointment. 

20 Each ex officio member of the commission may designate an 

21 officer or employee of his department to represent him at meetings 

22 of the commission, and each designee may lawfully vote and other­

23 wise act on behalf of the member for whom he constitutes the 

24 designee. Any designation shall be in writing" delivered to the 

25 commission and filed with the office of the Secretary of State and 

26 shall continue in effect until revoked or amended in the same man­

27 ner as provided for designation. 

1 5. Each member of tbe commission may be removed from office 

2 by the Governor, for cause, after a public hearing and may be sus­

3 pencled by the Governor pending the completion of the hearing. 

4 Each member of the commission before entering upon his duties 

5 shall take and snbscrihe an oath to perform the duties of his office 

6 faithfully, impartially and justly to the best of his ability. A record 

7 of the oaths sball be filed in the office of the Secretary of State. 

8 Any vacancies in the membership of the commission occurring 

9 other than by the expiration of a term shall be 1111e(1 in the same 

10 manner as the original appointment, but for the unexpired term 

11	 only. 

1 G. TIle CommiSSioner of the State Department of Health shall 

2 be chairman and chief executive officer of the commission and the 

3 members shall elect a secretary and a treasurer who need not be 

4 members of the commission and the same person may be elected 

5 to serve both as secretary and treasurer. 
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6 The powers of the commission are vested in the members thereof 

7 in office from time to time and f-lix members of the commission shall 

8 constitute a quorum at any meeting thereof. Action may be taken 

9 and motions and resolutions adopted by the commission at any 

10 meeting thereof by the affirmative vote of at least six members of 

11 the commission. A vacancy in the membership of the commission 

12 shall not impair the right of a quorum to exercise all the powers 

13 and perform all t1e duties of t1e commission. 

14 The members of t1e commission shall serve without compensa­

15 tion, but the commission shall reimburse its members for the rea­

16 sonable expenses incurred in the performance of their duties based 

17 upon the monies available in the fund. 

18 The commission shall be appointed within three mont1s after 

19 t1e effective date of this act and slall organize as soon as may be 

20 practicable after t1e appointment of its members. 

1 7. The commission 1as, but is not limited to, t1e following powers 

2 and duties:

10 ant to this act, recovers damages fM the child's medical expenses 

lOA p1l1"SUant to a settlement or judgment in a leqal action, the family 

lOn shall reimburse the fund for the amount of assistance 'received, 

lOe or that podion thereof covered by the amount of the damages 

laD less the expense of reCOl:ery* j 

11 c. Establish the amount of reimbursement for the medical ex­

12 penses of each child using a sliding fee scale based on a family's 

13 ability to pay for medical expenses which takes into account family 

14 size, family *[gross]* income and assets and family medical 

15 expenses and adjust the financial eligibility criteria established 

16 pursuant to subsection a. of section 2 of this act based upon the 

17 moneys available in the fund; 

18 d. Disseminate information on the fund and the program to the 

19 public; 
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20 e. Adopt hyla\vs for the regulation of its affairs and the conduct
 

21 of its business, adopt an official seal and alter tIle same at pleasure,
 

22 maintain an office at tIle place witllin the State as it may designate,
 

23 and sue and be sued in its own nallJe;
 

24 f. Employ professional and clerical assistance necessary to per­


25 form its duties, and as may be within the limits of funds appropri­


26 ated or otherwise made available to it for its purposes;
 

27 g. Maintain confidential records on eacll cllild wllo applies for
 

28 assistance under the fund;
 

29 h. Do all otller acts and tllings necessary or convenient to carry
 

30 out the purposes of tllis act; and
 

31 i. Adopt rules and regulations in accordance with the" Admin­


32 istrative Procedure Act," P. L. 19G8, c. 410 (C. 52 :14D-l et seq.)
 

33 necessary to effectuate the purposes of tllis act.
 

1 8. A cllild who is a resident of this State is eligible, tIl rough his 

2 parent or legal guardian, to enroll in the program established 

3 pursuant to subsection a. of section 7 of this act. 

1 9. ·Whenever a child has a catastrophic illness and is enrolled 

2 in the program, the child, through his parent or legal guardian, 

3 is eligible for financial assistance from monies in the fund subject 

4 to the rules and regulations established by tIle commission and 

5 the availability of monies in the fund. TIle financial assistance 

6 shall include, but is not limited to, payments or reimbursements 

7 for the cost of medical treatment, hospital care, thugs, nursing 

8 care and physician services. 

1 *[10. The commission shall provide inform:1tioll cOllcE.:rning the 

2 program and an application therefor at the beginning of eacll aca­

3 demic year to each parent or legal guardian whose child is enrolled

STATEMENT 

This bill establishes the Catastrophic Illness in Children Relief 

Fund and the Catai"trophic Illness in Children Relief Fund Com­

mission, in but not of, the State Department of Health. The fund 

shall he administered 11Y the commission and crediteo with monies 

from certain surcharges by insureds of health insurance collected 

under this bill. Pro\'iders of health insurance shall collect from 

insureds a $1.00 surcharge per covered subscriber upon the pre­

mium paid for their health insurance policies. The surcharge shall 

be paid over to the State Treasurer for deposit in the funo. 

The commission is comprised of: the Commissioners of Health, 

Human Services and Insurance, the State Treasurer and five public 

members, one of whom is a health care provider. The commission 

is directed to: establish the relief fund in conjunction with the 

existing Special Child Health Services program and administer 

the fund and authorize payment for medical expenses; establish 

procedures for enrolling in the program; establish the amount of 

reimbursement the fund will provide for medical services, based on 

a sliding fee scale, and adjust financial eligibility levels for par­

ticipation in the program as the fund allows; and adopt necessary 

rules and regulations to carry out the program. The commission 

is required to report annually to the Governor and Legislature on 

the status of the fund. 

Subject to certain rules and regulations established by the com­

mission, children, through their parents or legal guardians, are 

eligible for financial assistance from the fund if they are residents 

of this State and have a catastrophic illness. A catastrophic illness 

is any illness the medical expenses"whereof are not coyered by any 

other State or federal assistance or any insurance contract and 

exceed 30% of the gross income_ of a family whose gross income is

The Senate 1{t·yenue, Finance and Appropriatiom; Committee re­

ported this hill fuYorably, witb amendments. 

AiS amended, this LilJ estu h1ishes: the" Catastrophic Illness in ClJildren 

Helief Fund" for the purpos(' of proyiding finaneial assistanee for 

families of chil<lren ,,-ith catastropllie illnesses. ,,\ catastrophic illness 

is denned in t1w liill as any illness or condition, the medical expenses 

of which are not coverer} lly any other State 01' federal assistance pro­

gram 01' any insurance eontracts, anu exceed 3U:/o of the income of a 

family whose income is $] 00,000.00 or less per year or 40% of the 

income of a family whose income is Oye1' $100,000.00 per year. 

The hill impose13 an annual surcharge of $1.00 per cOYered incliYidual 

under health insuranee llolicies, and per eO\'f~red enrollee in a bealth 

maintenance organization, M ollies collected from the surcharge are to 

be credited to the fund, along \vith interest earned on those monies. 

TlJe bill creates a nine-member Catastrophic Illness in Children He­

lief Commission, located in but not of the Department of Health, to 

administer the fund and establish a catastrophic illness relief program. 

11 emhership on the commission includes, ex officio, the Commissioners 

of Health, Human Services and Illsurance and the State Treasurer; in 

addition, there are fi"e pulJIic mellllJers appointed b~T the Governor, two 

of whom shall he bealth care proYiders. 

As part of tbe relief program, the commission shall establish pro­

cedures for enrolling in the program; determine the amount of reim­

bursement for medical expenses, hased on a sliding fee scale and taking 

into account family size, family income, assets, and medical expenses; 

and adjust financial eligibility criteria for participating in the program 

hased upon the leYel of monieE' in the fund. 

COMMITTEE AMENDMEXTS: 

TbE' committeE' amendments: (1) reqmre that all family income be 

conf'idercd in determinin&:' \\"1Ietbpr or not an illness is catastrophic, and 

in proyiding: reiml.urselllent; ~2) clarify tbat "family" includes a child 

and his parent, parents, or legal guardian, as the case may be, who are 
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responsiLle for the child's medical expenses; (3) clarify that the $1.00 

insurance surcharge al)pli(·~ to all covered individuals in group or 

individual health insurance policies authorized under our statutory 

law, and to all enrollees of health maintenance organizations in the 

State; (4) provide for the reimbursement of the fund if a family re­

covers damages in the legal action for the child's illness or condition; 

and (5) delete certain unnecessary reporting requirements. 

FISCAL IMPACT: 

A fiscal note has not been prepared for this bill. On the basis of a 

preliminary analysis, howe,-er, it appears that the $1.00 surcharge 

would raise approximately $3,300,000.00 to $6,000,000.00 per year. This 

anal)'sis is based on the latest available health insurance industry esti­

mates of covered individuals in the United States, and various estimates 

of the New Jersey share of those individuals. 

During the last legislative session, the Department of Health esti· 

mated that a similar program proposed Ly Senate Bill No. 487 of 1984 

would require approximately $9,000,000.00 in funding for the first year. 

However, this committee estimated the cost at approximately 

$3,000,000.00. The committee's estimate was based, in part, on the pos­

sible availability of otller sources of assistance for certain families with 

catastrophically ill children, apart from the Catastrophic Illness m 

Children Relief Fund (e.g. the "medically needy" program).

Governor Thomas H. Kean today signed legislation establishing a 

"Catastrophic Illness in Children Relief Fund" to provide financial assistance 

to the families of children who are suffering from chronic or severe illnesses. 

S-1550, sponsored by Senator Donald DiFrancesco, R-Union, Assemblyman 

Robert Singer, R-Ocean and Assemblywoman Maureen Ogden, R-Essex, defines 

"catastrophic illness" as any illness or condition whose medical expenses are 

not covered by any other State or Federal program or insurance contract and 

exceed 30 percent of the income of family whose income is $100,000 or less, or 

40 percent of the income when the family income is over $100,000. 

The fund will be a non-lapsing revolving fund which will receive the money 

collected from a $1 annual surcharge for each employee paid by employers who 

are SUbject to the New Jersey Unemployment Compensation Law. The surcharge 

is expected to raise $3.9 million annually. 

The fund will be administered by the Children Relief Fund Commission 

whose members will include the Commissioners of Health, Human Services, 

Insurance, the State Treasurer and five public members. 

The legislation is effective immediately.
