1 BE IT EKACTED by t71e Senate and Geneml Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. N. J. S. 38A :15-2 IS amended to read as follows: 

2 38A :15-2. The Govenlor may present in the name of the State 

3 of New Jersey a distinguished service medal of appropriate design, 

4 and ribbon to be worn in lieu thereof, to any member of the orga­

5 nized militia'[, Many residcnt of tlle State of New JC1'sey who 

6 served in tl2e organized militia or in fede1'al military service on 

7 active duty ill time of 11'01' or emergcncy,]" who, while sen'ing in 

8 allY capacity in the organized militia under orders of the Gov­

9 ernor, or \\'hile in federal service, shall distinguish himself by 

10 especially meritorious service and \\'110 has been or may be cited 

11 in orders for distinguished sen'ice by the Governor or by appro­

12 priate federal authority*, or to any 1'csidcnt of the State of New

This bill authorizes the presentation of distinguished service medals to 

State residents who served in the New Jersey National Guard or in federal 

military service on active duty in time of war or emergency. 

Under current law, these medals are authorized only for a member of the 

State National Guard who, while serving in any capacity in the organized militia 

under orders of the Governor, or while in federal service, shall distinguish himself 

by especially meritorious service and who has been or may be cited in orders for 

distinguished service by the Governor or by an appropriate federal authority.
