BE 11 ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. Every local hoard of education shall adopt a one-vear eourse
of study in civies to be given to each student during the last four
vears of high school.

The State Department of KEducation shall prepare curriculum
guidelines which shall be used by all local school boards in fulfill-
ing this requirement.

2. The State Board of Education shall promulgate, pursuant to
the “Administrative Procedure Act,” P. L. 1968, e. 410 (C. 52:14B-1
et seq.) such rules and regulations as may be necessary to effectuate
the purposes of this act.

3. This act shall take effect on September 1 next following en-

actment.

STATEMENT

This bill requires local hoards of education to include a one-year
course in civies in the public high school curriculum. Civies is a
social science which deals with the functions of government and
the rights and duties of citizens in a democratic society. It is the
sponsor’s belief that a required course in civies in high sehool would
help make young people better informed about public issues and
better able to assunmie responsibility as the voters and leaders of

tomorrow.
