BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. N.J.S.2B:7-4 is amended to read as follows:

[When atranscript of a stenographic
record or other recording in any court or in any other proceeding
recorded at the direction of the Supreme Court is made, at the request
of any person, the original and copies thereof shall be prepared in the
manner prescribed by Administrative Office of the Courts' regulations
and paid for at the rate of $1.50 for each page of the original and
$0.50 for each of the copies. If the transcript is furnished to a judge
of the court, by court order, the reporter shall be paid at the same
rates, and in the same manner and from the same sources as the
reporter's salary or per diem fees are paid]The manner of preparation
and the payment of fees for a transcript of a stenographic record or
other recording in any court or in any other proceeding recorded at the
direction of the Supreme Court shall be governed by the Rules of the
Courts of New Jersey .

b. Except asto transcripts that are to be paid for by the State or
county, the person preparing the transcripts may require any person
requesting atranscript to prepay the estimated fee therefor in advance
of delivery of the transcript.

STATEMENT

This bill changes the statute governing the applicable fees for
transcripts of stenographic records or other recordings in court.
N.J.S.2B:7-4 presently sets out arate for each page of the original and
a rate for each of the copies. The bill provides that the manner of
preparation and the payment of fees for a transcript of a stenographic
record or other recording in any court or in any other proceeding
recorded at the direction of the Supreme Court shall be governed by
the court rules. Under the provisions of this bill no specific rates
would be set by the statute.

The Senate Judiciary Committee reports favorably and with
committee amendments Senate Bill No. 870.

As amended, this bill would raise the page rate for transcript of
stenographic records or other court recordings from $1.50 to $3.00
for each page of the original. The fee for each page of a copy would
remain at $.50. As amended, the bill also provides that every five
years these rates would be increased to reflect changes in the
Consumer Price Index.

Gov. Christie Whitman today signed the following legidation:

S-987, sponsored by Senator Robert J. Martin (R-Essex/Morris/Passaic), and Assemblymen David W.
Wolfe (R-Monmouth/Ocean) and Reed Gusciora (D-Mercer), creates an exemption to New Jersey's
child labor laws by permitting minors, who have agpprova of a parent or guardian and who have reached
the ninth grade levd or higher, to participate or work in hands-on, supervised, science education
programs. The student cannot participate more than 20 hours per week during the school year.

Under the current law, individuals must be 18 years of age or older to work in an industrid |aboratory
setting. This prevents many employers from inviting talented young sudents into their [aboratories to
conduct hands-on science projects. This bill will dlow New Jersey's youth with a unique opportunity to
participate in educationa programs sponsored by high technology and science based corporations.

S-870, sponsored by Senator James S. Cafiero (R-Cape May/Atlantic/Cumberland) and Assemblymen
David C. Russo (R-Bergen/Passaic) and Charles Zisa (D-Bergen), would raise the page rate court
transcribers can charge to litigants for transcripts of stenographic records and other court recordings.
This hill isintended to bring New Jersey's court transcript feesin line with those paid to court
transcribers by other states and the federal government.

Currently, court transcribers are paid $1.50 for each page of the origind and $.50 for each page of a
copy. This bill would raise the page rate to $3.00 for each page of the origind. The fee for each page of
acopy would remain a $.50.

The bill aso provides that these rates would be increased every five yearsto reflect changesin the
Consumer Price Index. Lagtly, the bill makes atechnicd amendment to the Satute governing transcript
feesto reflect that the court transcripts are to be prepared in the manner prescribed by the Rules of the
Court of the State of New Jersey.
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
