BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. Section 7 of PL.1977, ¢.225 (C.34:1A-51) is amended to read
asfollows:

7. a. Thereis created in the division the New Jersey Tourism
Advisory Council which shall consist of [18] 19 members:

(1) Two members of the Senate, to be appointed by the President
thereof, not more than one of whom shall be of the same political
party, and two members of the General Assembly, to be appointed by
the Speaker thereof, not more than one of whom shall be of the same
political party;

(2) [Thirteen] Fourteen public members, not more than seven of
whom shall be of the same political party, who shall be appointed by
the Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate, one of whom
shall be designated as chairman by the Governor for the term of the
member's appointment, and [12] 13 of whom shall be chosen from
persons who by experience or training represent the areas of the
tourist industry cited in subparagraphs (a) through [(1)] (m) of this
paragraph:
