BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. Any board of education which transports pupils to and from
school pursuant to N.J.S.18A:39-1 may provide, on a space-available
basis, for the transportation of elementary school pupils who live less
than two miles from school and secondary school pupils who live less
than two and a half miles from school along an established school bus
route, and may require that if the parent, guardian or other person
having legal custody of the child elects to have the pupil transported,
the parent, guardian or other person having legal custody of the child
shall pay all or a part of the costs of that transportation. A board of
education may also provide, on a space-available basis, for the
transportation of elementary school pupilswho livelessthan two miles
and secondary school pupils who live less than two and a half miles
from any not for profit nonpublic school which satisfies the maximum
distance requirements set forth in N.J.S.18A:39-1 along an established
school bus route, and may require that if the parent, guardian or other
person having legal custody of the child elects to have the pupil
transported, the parent, guardian or other person having legal custody
of the child shall pay all or a part of the costs of that transportation.

guardian or other person having legal custody of the child to pay all or
a part of the costs of that transportation.

The bill further provides that a board of education offering the
courtesy busing may not exclude from this transportation any pupil
whose parent or guardian is unable to pay the costs because of
financial hardship. In determining financial hardship, the criteria
would be the same asthe Statewide eligibility standards established by
the State Board of Education for free and reduced price meals under
the State school lunch program.

The committee amended the bill to provide that the costs for public
and nonpublic school pupils should be equitable.

Thisbill was pre-filed for introduction in the 2000 session pending
technical review. Asreported, the bill includes the changes required
by technical review, which has been performed.

CHAPTER 327

A board of education may also provide, on a
space-available basis, for the transportation of elementary school pupils who live less than two
miles and secondary school pupilswho live less than two and ahalf milesfrom any not for profit
nonpublic school which satisfiesthe maximum distance requirements set forthin N.J.S.18A:39-1
along an established school bus route, and may require that if the parent, guardian or other
person having legal custody of the child elects to have the pupil transported, the parent,
guardian or other person having legal custody of the child shall pay all or a part of the costs of
that transportation.
