The words
or slogan and emblem shall be chosen by the director; however, the
director shall solicit, in conjunction with the Legislature, input from
the general public on the design of the plate and shall review the
submissions prior to choosing the design. Issuance of shade tree and
community forest preservation license plates in accordance with this
section shall be subject to the provisions of chapter 3 of Title 39 of the
Revised Statutes, except as hereinafter otherwise specifically provided.

STATEMENT

This bill amends the law providing for the issuance of shade tree
and community forest preservation license plates by requiring that
commercial license plates with the same theme be produced upon
request. Such plates must be specially authorized by the Legislature
since a custom design is necessary to preclude a conflict with the
current "commercial” designation on these plates.

The Senate Transportation Committee reports favorably Senate
Bill No. 1933 and with committee amendments.

This amended bill amends the law providing for the issuance of
shade tree and community forest preservation license plates by
requiring that commercial motor vehicle license plates with the same
emblem be produced upon request. The commercial license plates
issued pursuant to the statute amended by this bill would have the
same design as the existing shade tree and community forest
preservation plate except that the slogan would be replaced with the
word "commercial," while the emblem would be retained.

The committee amended the bill to provide that commercial motor
vehicle license plates issued pursuant to the statute amended by this
bill would be of the same design as the existing shade tree and
community forest preservation license plate but with the word
"commercial" replacing the slogan.
