10 municipalities receiving first level services. 

11 The amount thus apportioned to each municipality for first level 

12 services shall be assessed, levied and collected in the same manner 

13 and at the same time as other county taxes are assessed, levied and 

14 collected therein. The sum to be raised and appropriated for 

15 second level services shall be raised and appropriated by the board 

16 of chosen freeholders in the same manner as moneys are raised 

17 and appropriated for other county purposes pursuant to the Local 

18 Budget Law (N. J. S. 40A :4-1 et seq.)[, provided, however, that

Second level services are specialized supplementary serVices which 

are available to all county residellts and to other libraries within the 

county to assist and strengthen thOSf~ libraries.b}xamples of 8eCOlld level 

services include illter-liln'an- loan, in-library use of materials, and 

coordination of cooperative and county-wide services. 

The waiver of the statutory limit on funding of secoud level services 

would facilitate the cle\-cloI1ment of an automated information system 

drawing the county library, county college, and the municipal libraries 

into one unified data base with the Morris County Free Library at the 

center of this network.

BACKGROUND: 

This bill would amend P. L. 1977, c. 300 (C. 40:33-15 et seq.), enacted 

to reorganize the Morris county library system. Morris is the only 

county library system to be so governed by State law. 

Pursuant to that law, first level services are services which are co­

extensive with those provided by municipal libraries, private libraries 

and reading rooms serving the public and established pursuant to 

chapter 54 of Title 40 of the Revised Statutes. 'l'hese include such 

traditional services as over-the-counter borrowing, storytelling, and 

bookmobile programs and material acquisition and processing. Eneh 

municipality which provides first level service assumes responsibility 

for financing this service through the local property tax. 

Second level services are specialized supplementary services which 

are available to all county residents and to other libraries within the 

county to assist and strengthen those libraries. Examples of second 

level services include inter-library loan, in-library use of materials, and 

coordination of cooperative and county-wide services. 

The waiver of the statutory limit on funding of second level services 

would facilitate the development of an automated information system 

drawing the county library, county college, and the municipal libraries 

into one unified data base with the Morris County Free Library at the 

center of this network.

Other bills signed by the Governor include: 

A-836, sponsored by Assemblyman Thomas Paterniti, D-Middlesex, to 

require the State to assume fiscal responsibility for children in State 

residential facilities whose school district of residence is not in the 

State or cannot be determined. 

A-2625, sponsored by Assemblyman Wayne Bryant, D-Camden, to permit 

a casino in Atlantic City to cash a check issued by another casino. 

A-3037, sponsored by Assemblyman Jack Penn, R-Somerset, to delete 

the exception from the bus driver license statute which permits a person to 

operate a bus used for interstate transportation of passengers without a 

bus driver's license. 

S-2617, sponsored by Senator Raymond Lesniak, D-Union, to provide 

for the disposal of armories in Paterson and Elizabeth, both of which have 

been designated as surplus State property. Both armories have already 

been sold --- Paterson for $225,000 and Elizabeth for $550,000 but the 

legislation was necessary to consumate the agreements of sale. 

S-2595, sponsored by Senator Leanna Brown, R-Morris, to eliminate the 

statutory ceiling on county appropriations for second level library services. 

S-947, sponsored by Senator John Russo, D-Ocean, to repeal statutes 

dealing with the duties and powers of the board of fire and police 

commissioners, statutes found to be unconstitutional by the State· Supreme 

Court. 
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
