rThe amended compact would allow the Commission to operate and
maintain the proposed Interstate-78 bridge between Phillipsburg and
Easton, Pennsylvania, as na toll facility and to continue to operate and
maintain the current 1-80 bridge as a toll facility.

E_:S_’I_B_O, sponsored by Assemblyman John S. Watson, D-Mercer, which
clarifies S-2096 to require that the Commission may only initiate tolls on
any of its 13 free bridges if authorized to do so by substantially similar
laws enacted in New Jersey and Pennsylvania.

A-955, sponsored by Assemblyman William P. Schuber, R-Bergen, which
permits a board of education providing transportation for handicapped
students to solicit bids on a per pupil, per vehicle or per mile _basis,
whichever is least costly. Current law provides only for per mile and per

vehicle bids.
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
