' AN Act concermng the sale of aleoholic beverages, amendmg R. S.

33:1-77 and repeahng section 8 of P. L. 1968 c. 313.

BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State
of New Jersey:

1. R. S. 33:1-77 is aniended to read as follows:

33:1-77. Anyone who sells any alcoholic beverage to a person
under the legal age for purchasing aleoholic bevereges is a dis-
orderly person; provided, however, that the establishment of all
of the following facts by a person making any such sale shall con-

stitute a defense to any prosecution therefor: (a) tha,t the pur-

.chaser falsely represented in writing, or by producmg a driver’s

license bearing a photograph of the licensee, or by produclng a

photographic identification card issued pursnant to section 1 of

P. L. 1968, c. 313 (C. 33:1-81. 2) or a similar card issued pulsuant

to the laws of another state or the federal Ofovernment that he or

‘ she was of legal age to make the purchase, (b) that the appearance

of the purchaser was such that an ordmarv prudent person ‘would
believe him or her to be of legal age to make the purchase, and ()
that the sale was made in good faith relying upon such written
representation, or production of a driver’s license bearing a photo-
graph of the licensee, or production of a photographic identification
card issued pursnant to section 1 of P. L. 1968, . 313 (C. 33:1-81.2)
or a similar eard issued pursuant to the laws of another state or
the federal government and appearance and in the reasonable be-
lief that the purchaser was actually of legal age to make the pur-
chase.
2. Section 8 of P. L. 1968, e. 313 (C. 33:1-81.9) is repealed.

3. This act shall take effect immediately.
