In 1983, the Commission to Deter Criminal Activity was created.
The purpose of this commission was to educate and to advertise con-
cerning New Jersey’s criminal statutes and the consequences of par-
ticipating in eriminal activity. The commission was also authorized to
establish a nonprofit charitable educational corporation to exercise its
powers and to carry out the commission’s purpose.

Presently, the commission consists of nineteen members (two Sena-
tors; two Assemblymen; the Attorney General; the President of the
N.J. P.B.A.; the President of the Prosecutors’-Association and twelve
public or governmental members appointed by the (Governor). This bill
would add to the Commission to Deter Criminal Activity, two additional
members, the President of the Fraternal Order of Police and the Presi-

dent of the State Troopers Fraternal Association.
