1 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

STATEMENT 

The salaries of the Casino Control Commission, as established 

by the Casino Control Act, are funded by the Casino Control Fund, 

not general State revenues. At its adoption in 1977 the salaries 

were established at $60,000.00 per year for the chairman, who was 

to serve full-time and $18,000.00 per year for each of the four 

associate part-time members. 

When the act was amended in 1980 to establish five full-time 

members, the chairman's salary was increased to $65,000.00 per 

year and the salaries of the four associate full-time members was 

set at $60,000.00 per year. The chairman's salary differential was 

made in recognition of the additional administrative burdens and 

responsibilities carried by the chairman and of his role as pre­

siding officer of the agency.

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When the salaries were thus set, the salaries of members of the 

Governor's cabinet were approximately $50,000.00 per year. Early 

in 1981 cabinet salaries were increased to $56,000.00 per year and 

later raised to $60,000.00 annually. Subsequent legislation gave 

the Governor authority to set cabinet salaries up to a ceiling of 

$70,000.00 per year. 

The original favorable differential between commission and cab­

inet salaries was at the time a matter of deliberate policy. It was 

done in recognition of sensitivity of the commission: to take into 

account the heavy burdens imposed on commissioners by the act 

such as its employment and post-employment restrictions; and to 

establish a level of compensation for the position such that in the 

future the best possible candidates could be attracted to serve with 

that agency notwithstanding those restrictions. 

rrhis bill provides some parity with the salary increases granted 

to members of the Executive Branch of Government.

This bill, as amended, provides that the annual compensation of 

members of the Casino Control Commission shall be $67,500.00 and 

that the chairman shall receive an additional $5,000.00 per year. 

At present, the commissioners receive $60,000.00 and the chairman 

$65,000.00 in annual compensation. These amounts were established 

in 1980 when all members of the Casino Control Commission were made 

full-time. 

COMMITTEE ACTION 

As originally introduced, this bill provided for an increase in com­

pensation to $65,000.00 for members and $70,000.00 for the chairman. 

The committee amended the hill to provide for the amounts stated 

above.

A-1576/S-1315, sponsored by Assemblyman Wayne Bryant, D-Camden 

and State Senator Wynona Lipman, D-Essex, which increases the salaries of 

the Casino Control Commission members from $60,000 to $67,500 and the 

salary ot' the chairman of the Commission from $65,000 to $72,000. The bills 

authorize the first increases in Commission salaries since 1980 . 
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
