1 1. The governing body of every municipality having a popula­

2 tion of more than 80,000 inhabitants in a county of the second 

3 class with a population in excess of 550,000, according to the most 

4 recent federal decennial census, may provide for the appointment, 

5 as the need may appear, of one additional judge of the municipal 

6 court of the municipality. The provisions of this act shall not 

7 limit the appointment of additional judges under the provisions of

1 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

- A2096, sponsored by Asser:-eblymar; Buddy Fortunate, D-Essex, 

to increase the bidding threshold from $4,500 to $7,500 for 

contracts and purchases by the New Jersey Sports and Exposition 

Authority, the Highway Authority, the Turnpike Authority, the 

Expressway Authority and the Hackens2ck Meadowlands Development 

Commission. 

- S1859 sponsored by Sen. Laurence S. Weiss, D-Middlesex, 

to permit the appointment of an additional municipal court judge 

in Woodbridge Township. 

- 5234, sponsored by Sen. Edwin O'Connor, D-Hudson, provides 

that a person possessing two or more stolen credit cards is guilty 

of stealing them or of receiving stolen property. 

- 5-230, also by O'Connor, provides members of the Jersey 

City Pension System with a one-time increase of 1 percent for each 

year which has elapsed since retirement. It is the first such 

increase for the system's retirees since 1964, O'Connor said. 

- S-231, also by O'Connor, admits temporary employees 

with at least one year of service to the Jersey City Retirement 

System.
