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1 2. R. S. 45 :24--10 is amended to read as follows: 

2 45 :24-10. In Hie case of all exempt fireman, on the presentation 

3 to the clerk of the county in which such person may be or resides 

4 of such certificate of exemption, the clerk shall issue without cost 

5 to such exempt fireman a license certifying him to be entitled to the 

6 benefits of this article. 

7 In the case of [an honorably discharged soldier, sailor, marine, 

8 nurse or army field clerk] a person who has been honorably dis­

9 charged from the active military service of the United States, on 

10 the presentation to the clerk of the county in which such person 

11 resides of an application sworn to by said applicant together with a

This bill provides that a mnnicipal judge may cancel a hawki11g ano 

peddling license issued to a veteran if he, durillg the term of the 

license, is convicted of a criminal offense or a violation of a municipal 

oTdinance which relates adversely to the activity for which the license 

was granted. Previously, the only statutory grounds for the cancella­

tion of a license was sale or transfer to another. The bill also clarifies 

this existing provision of law by defining "transfer." It is the use of 

the license by someone other than the veteran with the Yeteran's know­

ing permission. 

The bill provides that if a veteTan's hawking and peddling license is 

cancelled he may apply for a new license after the expiration of one 

year from the date of the cancellation, but the county clerk may deny an 

application for a license or a reapplication where the provisions of 

P. L. 1968, c. 282 or P. L. 1974, c. 161 are applicable. 

P. L. 1968, c. 282 (C. 2A:1G8A-1 et seq.) and P. L. 1974, c. 161 

(C. 2A :lG8A-4 et seq.) provide that 110 government licensing author­

ity may disqualify or discriminate against an applicant for a license 

on the grounds that the applicant has been convicted of a crime or 

adjudged a disorderly person, except if the applicant was convicted 

of an offense which resulted in forfeiture of public office; if the appli­

cant was convicted of a crime which relates adversely to the occupation, 

trade or business for which the license is sought; or if the applicant 

,vas, within fOUl' months of the application, addicted to the habitual 

use of drugs or intoxicating liquors.

DATED: FEBRUARY 6, 1984 

This bill provides that a municipal judge may cancel a hawking and 

peddling-license issued to a veteran if he, during t1lc term of the license, 

sells or transfers his license or is convicted of a criminal offense or a 

violation of a municipal ordinance which relates adversely to the 

activity for wllich the license was granted. A transfer of a license nnder 

the bill would occur when the licensee knowingly permits someone else 

to use the license to engage in hawking and peddling permitted by the 

license. 

If a veteran's hawking and peddling license is cancelled, he may 

apply for a new license after the expiration of one year from the date 

of the cancellation, but the county clerk may deny the application where 

the provisions of P. L. 1968, c. 282 or P. L. 1974, c. 161 are applicable. 

The bill also provides that the county clerk lllay delly a license to a 

veteran who has not previously held a hawking and peddling license 

where the provisions of P. L. 1968, c. 282 or P. L. 197t1, c. 161 are 

applicable.

The Governor also recommended a change deleting a reverter clause 

included in the original bill. 

S-2171/~, sponsored by State Senator Edward T. O'Connor Jr., 

D-Hudson, and Assemblyman Michael F. Adubato, D-Essex, which provides 

that a member of the Public Employees Retirement System who is over 70 years 

old and has at least 50 years of creditable service at the time of death. shall 

be deemed retired if the member's retirement application has been received by 

the PERS board at the time of death.
