1. Section 1 of P. L. 1979, c. 229 (C. 18A:71-77) is amended to
read as follows:

1. Any child or surviving spouse of a member or officer of a
New Jersey volunteer fire company, volunteer first aid or rescue
squad or municipal fire, police, county police or park police de-
partment, State Fire Service, or of the Division -of State Police,
or of a permanent, active and full-time officer employee of this
State or any politiéal subdivision thereof holding the following

titles: State investigator, correction officer, recruit, senior correc-

tion officer, sergeant, lieutenant, captain, correction officer duty

keeper, court attendant and sheriff’s officer, court attendant and
sheriff’s officer lieutenant, court attendant and sheriff’s officer cap-
tain, court attendant and sheriff’s officer deputy chief, prosecutor’s
detective, prosecutor’s investigator, narcotics officer, marine patrol-
man, senior marine patrolman, principal marine patrolman, chief,
bureau of marine law enforcement, or who is an inspeector, assistant,
technician, supervisor or superintendent with respect to the en-

In October 1979, a scholarship program was established which pro-
vided for a waiver of tuition at New Jersey public institutions of higher
education for a child or spouse of a member of a rescue squad or a
member of a municipal, county or State fire or police force killed in the
line of duty (P. L. 1979, c. 229). In 1981, this program was extended to
the children or surviving spouses of a variety of other municipal,
county and State employees (P. L. 1981, c. 300). This bill further
expands the program to provide tuition scholarships for the same
individuals at independent colleges and universities located in New
Jersey. Each individual scholarship will not be more than the highest
tuition charged at public colleges.

The committee recommends to the Joint Appropriations Committee
that it provide an appropriation of $37,500.00 to cever the costs of

Assembly Bill No. 176, of 1982, would allow children and surviving
spouses of police, firemen, first aid or rescue squad workers and other
enumerated county and State officers and employees in certain cases
while enrolled as undergraduate students in good standing at an inde-
pendent college or university loeated in this State to have that part
of their tuition which is not more than the highest tuition charged at
the publie institutions of higher education of this State, paid by the
State.

This is not a new program, but rather extends the existing tuition
aid program for these same children and surviving spouses, which
provides for tuition free enrollment in public institutions of higher
education. to cover enrollment in private institutions of higher edueca-

tion located in this State.

Fiscar Impacr

The benefitting population of this bill, according to the Department
of Higher Education in a fiscal note dated March 15, 1982, will number
an approximate 15 students. If this bill were effective in 1982 the cost
would approximate $16,650.00, based on a tuition charge of $1,110.00
(Rutgers, The State University).

The bill is effective January 1 next following enactment with no
tuition award to be granted prior to Septenmiber 1 next following the
effective date. Therefore, if this bill is approved prior to January 1,
1983, the first tuition award would be made in September, 1983. The
first fiscal year for which an appropriation would be required is
fiscal year 1984 (commencing July 1, 1983).

Assembly Bill No. 176, of 1982, would allow children and surviving
spouses of police, firemen, first aid or rescue squad workers (and other
enumerated officers and employees) in certain cases while enrolled as
undergraduate students in good standing at an independent college or
university located in this State to have that part of their tuition which
1s not more than the highest tuition charged at the public institutions of
higher education of this State, paid by the State.

The Department of Higher Kducation assumes that approximately
15 students will be eligible per year and will attend independent colleges
or universities, and that the tuition cost permitted will equal Rutgers,
the State University’s tuition level, currently at $1,110.00 per year.
Total cost to be $16,650.00. Costs will increase by the same percentage
increase as Rutgers tuition increases in subsequent years.

The Office of Legislative Services concurs, basically, with the Depart-
ment. However, it should be noted that this bill, if enacted prior to
January 1, 1983, would not incur any cost to the State until fiscal year
1984. Therefore, the above Departmental cost estimate at February
1982 tuition levels is likely to be higher 134 years from now.

Governor Thomas H. Kean has signed the following bills:

A-176, sponsored by Assemblyman John A. Rocco (R-Camden), allows
the State to grant scholarships to independent colleges in New Jersey to children
and surviving spouses of policemen, firemen, restue workers and other officers.
Currently, children of those workers may attend State colleges at no charge. This
Taw providés that the Staté can he]p'such students with tuition fees at private
colleges in the State; the scholarships would not amount to more than the highest
tuition charged at the State colleges.

A-1502, sponsored by Assembly Majority Leader John P. Doyle (D-Ocean}), grants
to State-chartered savings and loan associations the same powers which federal
savings and loan associations now have. The bill gives the State Commissioner
6f Banking the discretion to change the State charters as the federal charters
change, without having to wait for legislative approval.

S$-1239, sponsored by Senator Laurence S. Weiss (D-Middlesex), exempts
certain condom:iniums and row houses from inspection under the Hotel arnd Multiple
Dwelling Law.

18A:62-1. Public institutions of higher education

The public institutions of higher education are the six state
colleges; the county colleges; the public junior colleges; the
New Jersey college of medicine and dentistry; the college of
aeronautical and airspace science established in Atlantic County
pursuant to chapter 285 of the laws of 1964;' the industrial
schools; Newark college of engineering; Rutgers, the state uni-
versity; and any other public universities, colleges, county col-
leges and junior colleges now or hereafter established or
authorized by law.
