AN ACT requiring nonprofit corporations to file certain information 

with the Secretary of State, amending R S. 15 :1-2 and R. S. 

15 :1-5. 

1 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 

2 of New Jersey: 

1 1. R. S. 15 :1-2 is amended to read as follows: 

2 15 :1-2. The certificate of incorporation shall set forth: 

3 a. The name or title by which the corporation is to be known in 

4 law; 

5 b. The purpose for which it is formed; 

6 c. The place where it is to be located, or its activities conducted; 

7 d. The number of trustees, which shall not be less than three, and 

8 the names and post-office addresses of the trustees selected for the 

9 first-year of its existence j and 

10 e. The name and [post office] '~[complete]* address) including 

11 the *actual location as well as postal designation) if different'" 

12 "'[numbe'r and st1"eet location and) if applicable the post uffice box 

12A numbe'r)]* of the resident agent of said corporation upon whom 

13 process against the corporation may be served. 

14 The certificate of incorporation may prescribe the qualifications 

15 of officers and members. It may require them to be members in good 

16 standing of a fraternal, religious or beneficiary order or society 

17 or of a fire or police force or to have other prescribed qualifications, 

18 which provisiom; shall be binding on the officers and members. The 

19 certificate may contain other provisions for the regulation of the 

20 business and conduct of the affairs of the corporation, and any

5 Whenever any change of office in this State or the resident agent 

6 is made, the secretary or other similar officer of the corporation 

7 shall file a certificate ullder the seal of the corporation giving in the 

8 case of a change of a resident agent the name, [post-office] 

9 ·[complete]* address, including the *[number and street location 

10 and, if applicable the post office box number]* ·actual location as 

11 well as postal designation, if different"', and length of term, if any, 

12 of said resident agent and in the case of a change of office, the old 

13 and new ,[post-office] *[complete]* address, including the *[num­

14 ber and street location and, if applicable the post office box num­

15 ber] * 'I« actual location as well as postal designation, if different*, 

16 with the clerk of the county in which the certificate of incorporation 

17 was filed and forwarded a copy thereof to the Secretary of State, 

18 within 60 days following the change of resident agent or change of 

19 office. There shall be paid to the county clerk a fee of $1.00 for filing 

20 and indexing each such certificate and to the Secretary of State a 

21 fee of $2.00 for filing the copy of each such certificate. 

22 In the event a certificate is filed indicating both a change of 

23 resident agent and a change of office, the fee paid to the county clerk 

24 shall be $2.00 and to the Secretary of State $4.00. 

1 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

20 Tn the event a certificate is filed indicating both a change of 

21 resident agent and a change of office, the fee paid to the county clerk 

22 shall be $2.00 and to the Secretary of State $4.00. 

1 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

STATEMENT 

The purpose of this bill is to require a nonprofit corporation to 

file with the Secretary of State the complete address of its regis­

tered agent and oftice in this State, including the number and street 

location and, if applicable, the post office box number. In certain 

instances, the Secretary of State has accepted a certificate of in­

corporation which designates only a post office box number as the 

registered address of the corporation, making it difficult for process 

to be served.

The Assembly Commerce and Industry Committee favorably reports 

this bill, with amendments, to require nonprofit corporations to file, in 

their certificates of incorporation, the address of the corporation, 

including actual location as well as postal designation, if different, of 

its resident agent, and to file a certificate Ii sting' the same information 

for changes of a corporation's agent or office. The bill is designed to 

make service of process, less difficult where only post office box numbers 

are available. 

The language of the committee amendments is patterned on the 

somewhat similar provisions of Assembly Bill No. ~66 Aca which 

creates Title 15A, a complete revision of the laws governing nonprofit 

corporations.
