As introduced, Senate Bill No. 1355 removed both the pickup and the
disposal of septic waste from the rate setting authority of the Board of
Public Utilities, which regulates the rates of the solid waste industry.

The committee amended the bill to provide that only the pickup of
septic waste be removed from the board’s rate setting authority. The
disposal of septic waste would remain within the board’s rate setting

Jurisdiction.
