This bill would permit a municipality or county to pay the hospital 

and health insurance premiums of a retiree who was forced to 

retire due to medical illness or disability provided the retiree has 

reached the ag-e of 62 or older and has at least 20 )'ears of service 

with the employer. Current law permits municipalities and counties 

to pay these premiums for employees who have retired after 25 

years of service.
